Their traditional theatre, involving MAGIC and MYTHOLOGY, 

appeals to audiences of all ages and backgrounds, transcending the barrier of language.  The real 

specialty of the group however lies in the special effects, pyro techniques and rope techniques of various 

kinds that the group uses to bring MAGIC alive on stage - which makes their kitsch performances a 

spectacular visual treat! Having travelled across India and entertained audiences of all ages, these plays 

which are traditionally performed in Telugu are now coming to Chennai and we assure you that the 

visual effects, transitions and presentation of the play transcend language. 

In fact, both these plays, steeped in Indian folk-lore and heritage became so popular that they were made 

into super hit movies in Tamil and Telugu in the 1950's. KV Reddy's ‘Pathala Bhairavi’, made in 1951 

with sterling performances from N.T. Rama Rao and S.V. Ranga Rao, is an Indian Alladin story, still one 

of the most popular movies of our times. In 1957, director K.V. Reddy made ‘Maya Bazaar’ - a bilingual 

in Telugu and Tamil. GV Rao’s song ‘Kalyana Samayal Sadam’ from the movie continues to be a big hit 

with people of all ages! These were one of the first movies in the fantasy genre, using special effects, and 

opened new avenues for filmmakers. Both films also helped the popularity of ‘‘Surabhi’’ who were 

already known for their special effects on stage.
